1. Call to Order – DRB Vice Chair Barbara Truex called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM, following a site visit to 2238 Rte 44 (parcel #2-72). 
2. Changes or Additions - None
3. PUBLIC HEARING  2721– Barbara opened the hearing on application #2721 by the Town of West Windsor to consider storage of equipment and materials on parcel #2-72 and read the hearing waring. The proposed development is subject to Conditional Use Review. Shannon Harrington recused herself from the hearing as she worked on the original feasibility assessment for the Town on the Burke property. Barbara asked if there were any other conflicts of interest or ex-parte communication.  Bruce disclosed his son works for the Town Highway Department, but he believed he could maintain objectivity. Dick said he met with Mike Spackman at the property earlier in the week to look at the site as he would be out of town for the hearing and planned to participate by phone. Barbara asked if there were any objections to Dick or Bruce participating, there were none. After explaining interested party status, Barbara proceeded to swear in Mike Spackman, Win Johnson, Charlie and Julie Weld. Win explained that since the application was submitted, there had been some new developments concerning the property and there was no longer such a tight timeframe for moving the sandpile. The Town has authorized the State to do additional testing related to Brownfields which could cover the site in perpetuity if there were ever hazardous materials discovered. Mike then outlined his amended plan of site and design of the sandpile. The new design will now actually decrease height of the sandpile which Julie thought just may decrease the amount of sand they get blowing across the road. Mike also thought the Welds would be less effected by late night noises of loading the trucks. Mike said he also plans to plant trees to shield the property and minimize the impact of the residences on the north side as well as adjust or eliminate the current outside lights on the building so they don’t shine directly toward Bible Hill Rd. Winn stated the Town will submit an updated and more detailed site plan reflecting the changes in the design and siting of the salt shed and sandpile. Barbara noted the use of use of the property has changed, and the DRB would need to determine if the new use meets the definition of public facility. She read the definition of public facility and asked the DRB if they agreed it could be considered a public facility. All agreed. Public facilities are considered a conditional use in the Secondary Growth Residential zoning district and the storage of equipment and materials is considered an accessory use. Dick mentioned that at the last Selectboard meeting it was noted the State gave permission to shore up the side of the existing building and store equipment in it.  Considering changes in the design, the Board requested the following items before they can make a determination: updated site plan and written responses to each item under the Conditional Use Review on pages 48/49 of the Zoning Regulations as well as responses to the General Standards on pages 50/51. Dick moved to continue the hearing to 6:30 PM, Tuesday October 10th at the Town Hall for further review of application #2721.  Jane seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
4. June Minutes – The Board passed over approving the minutes until the next meeting 
5. Other Business – None
6. Adjourn – After setting the next meeting for September 10th, Dick moved to adjourn at 7:15PM. Bruce seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
